Graduation Requirements
In grades 10, 11 and 12 you must earn 80 
credits in three years:
● 52 credits in required courses
● 28 credits from elective courses
● 4 credit Indigenous focused course 
● Career Life Education
● Career Life Connections
● Numeracy Assessment in Grade 11
● Literacy Assessment in Grade 10 & Grade 12
● FRAL Literacy Assessment in Grade 12 (French Immersion)

*Courses are worth 4 credits
*Take 8 courses minimum in Grades 10 and 11



Graduation Requirements: 
Grade 10
● 4 credits of Language Arts 10
● 4 credits of Math 10
● 4 credits of Social Studies 10
● 4 credits of Physical Education 10
● 4 credits of Science 10
● 3+ electives
● Career Life Education 
● Literacy Assessment Grade 10 



Graduation Requirements: 
Grade 11
● A Language Arts 11
● A Math 11
● A Social Studies 11 or 12
● A Science 11 or 12
● Career Life Education/Connections
● Numeracy 10 (Written in Gr. 11)
● Electives
*Note: Graduation does not necessarily mean entrance requirements to 
post secondary

● 4 credits of English Studies 12 OR

English First Peoples 12

● Plus 3 courses @ Grade 12 level

● Elective courses

● Career Life Connection (CLC) Capstone Project
